     Mr. John Stringer, Executive Director advised he and Mr. Tracy Hilburn, Operations Supervisor recently traveled to Washington D. C. to have input into the consideration of the WRTA Bill and the adding back to the Mississippi River Tributaries the Ouachita River. Mr. Stringer said this should happen during 2018. With this happening, the Corps of Engineers will take over the maintenance of the Ouachita River, pump stations, etc. which will be a great savings to tax payers of the Tensas Basin Levee District area. Mr. Tracy Hilburn, Operations Supervisor gave an up-to-date report on FEMA Public Assistance.  
     Financial statements were reviewed and discussed.
    President Keahey advised there has been a study by a couple of doctors in the Monroe, Louisiana area on the Ouachita River and how it affects the Monroe area into Arkansas and is available should anyone want a copy.
