6. Engineering: 
a. Master Plan – Submitted to FAA and DOTD for approval

d. Fuel System- Fuel system may not qualify for BIL funding.
e. Terminal Apron Construction- about 60% design finished.
7. Operations- When fuel contract is renewed look at leasing an Avgas truck. Avgas sales are still high for the month. Fuel sales are almost at 50% increase in the first quarter. 
8. Chairman: Ahead of schedule for hangar 25 repair. First Pay App will be submitted to test the payment system for this grant. Need quotes for Hangar 22 repair and Dennis Hymel will be removing all debris from Hangar 25 repair.
