The ship’s Captain called the engine room to start the engine the propeller had pitch on it causing the ship to start moving.  Captain Lemon said they were just putting their equipment up and the ship started moving and tore almost all of the lines off the dock.  

The second incident was a loss of propulsion, which is common.  It was a loaded crude tanker inbound to CITGO Clifton Ridge.  They had a crack in the cylinder liner and had to shut the engine down.  They anchored it in the channel until it was repaired.
