Meeting Notes:
Approval of Meeting Notes: 

Meeting notes for January and February 2020 were approved unanimously by all members present. 
COVID 19-Pregant mothers and infants

· Dr. Gillispie shared guidance from American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists (ACOG) and the Society for Maternal-Fetal Medicine (SMFM) guidelines and recommendations for pregnant women and birthing persons.
Legislative Updates

· Free Standing Birthing Centers-rulemaking: 
· Lacey Gero provided updates on the rulemaking process, and will continue to follow-up with Health Standards and request draft of rule to share with the commission prior to circulation.  

· Maternal Autopsy: 
· Dr. Gillispie shared that the originally proposed bill was changed to a study resolution. The language has not been updated or posted due to the suspension of the legislative session. 
· Maternal Mortality review: 
· Dr. Gillispie reported that amendments were proposed to the bill, but language needs to be updated prior to being heard in committee. 
· Dr. Gillispie explained that concerns regarding confidentiality of such reviews had been voiced, yet that the recommendation for reviews to occur in the hospital setting is to reduce recall bias and ensure an expedient review process with staff.

· Maternity Levels of Care: 
· Per Dr. Gillispie, the Levels of Care Workgroup continues to work on the discrepancies between national guidelines and state guidelines. Work will continue until September 2020.
· Other updates: 
· Berkley Durbin stated that due to the delay of legislative session, it is likely that when session convenes, the legislature will prioritize appropriations before subject matter bills. As a result, subject matter bills may be deferred until next session.
Legislative Reports-to -Perinatal Commission workflow
· Karis Schoellmann shared a draft tool that identifies and inventories the recommendations from 2 reports submitted to the legislature this year: Healthy Moms, Healthy Babies Advisory Council report and the legislative response to HR 294-SR 240 regarding disparities in maternal and child health outcomes. The tool will be used to assess the role of the Commission in moving these recommendations and to prioritize needed action. 

· A small subgroup of the Commission will work through the tool and report back at the next meeting.
