Mr. DeRosier motioned to ratify all homicide training waiver requests recommended by the subcommittee. Mr. Bergeron seconded the motion and the motion passed.

NEW BUSINESS

2017 POST In-Service Waiver Requests- Medical, Military & Other
Mr. Lemoine explained how in-service waivers have worked in the previous years and that the in-service requirements were enacted into law during the 2017 regular legislative session. After some discussion, Mr. DeRosier moved to defer all in-service waivers and ask for an Attorney General’s opinion about the POST Council’s ability to grant waivers. Chief Bonner seconded the motion and the motion passed.
POST School Resource Officer Waiver Request- Chief Tim Lentz, Covington Police Dept.
Mr. Bob Wertz presented a waiver request of course prerequisites from Chief Tim Lentz (Covington Police Department) for one of his officers to attend the Basic SRO training. After some discussion, Mr. Wertz stated that the POST Staff does not recommend the approval of this waiver. After some discussion, Mr. DiMarco motioned that the request be denied. Chief Bonner seconded the motion and the motion passed.
2017 In-Service Training Deficiencies

Ms. Blanchard presented the 2017 in-service training deficiencies:
1. Mr. Andre Wilson (Shreveport Police Department) requested that his revocation be deferred because he was placed on administrative leave during the 2017 calendar year. Chief Bonner motioned to defer the revocation of Andre Wilson. Mr. DiMarco seconded the motion and the motion passed.

2. Interim Chief Herman Williams (Lecompte Police Department) spoke to the council about his proposed revocation. After some discussion, Mr. DiMarco motioned to remove Interim Chief Herman Williams from the revocation list. Chief Bonner seconded the motion and the motion passed.
3. Asst. After some discussion, the POST Council supported the case for termination, but agreed that it did not rise to the level of revocation as spelled out by Act 272 of 2017. The Chief’s request was declined.
