Louisiana D.A.R.E. Curriculum Study (Pre/Post Test Results) for 2012-2013 Academic Year:

Bobby Robinson gave a report on the Curriculum Study.  The average score of the pre-test was 76 and the post-test average was 83, showing a significant increase of information from pre-test to post-test.  
D.A.R.E. Supply Increase:  

Sheriff Stone advised the Board that the DARE Supply Increase would be going from $5.50 to $6.
D.A.R.E. Program Policy Changes:

Bobby Robinson spoke on behalf of the DARE Policy Committee and advised the Board of the Policy changes suggested.  The biggest change the committee made was the Advisory Board was going to require officers attending the state conference must attend five (5) workshops for the expense to be included in the DARE grant.  
D.A.R.E. Funding:

After a brief discussion on the DARE funding, Gary Guillory made a motion to grant LCLE the authority to adjust the grant applications, and Sheriff Julian Whittington seconded it.  All members agreed, and the motion passed.

DAET State Grant Funds:
