JUNE WILLIAMS, LEBA CHAIRMAN

LEBA Chairman June Williams declared a quorum was present with (8) members in attendance.  HANDOUT 2
Motion:  – To approve the November 13, 2012 minutes as written, Lee Perry Roy.  2nd Willie Lewis.  Motion carried.  Chairman Williams asked for each board member and each attendee to introduce themselves.  It was noted that May 8th is Senior Day at the 2013 Legislative Session.  Chairman Williams made a motion to all members present at today’s LEBA meeting.  Motion: The LA Executive Board on Aging gives the Executive Committee permission to make a decision for the Executive Director’s position of the Governor’s Office of Elderly Affairs and submit that recommendation by a resolution to Governor Jindal.  All members voted favorably in approval of this motion.  Motion carried.
An announcement was made by Howard Rodgers, Executive Director, New Orleans Council on Aging, that a Legislative Hearing on Budget Cuts would be held on Friday, April 5th at  10AM at the Julienne Building on Clearview Parkway, Harahan, LA.

The Governor’s Office asked Chairman Williams to interview the applicants interested in the Executive Director’s position at the Governor’s Office of Elderly Affairs.  The LEBA Personnel Committee also includes members Van LaCour, Pat Regan and Willie Lewis.  Chairman Williams and LEBA members congratulated Karen Ryder, Deputy Assistant Secretary and Paul Colomb, General Counsel, for their excellent leadership in running the day to day operations of GOEA during the absence of an Executive Director.
Chairman Williams and members of the Personnel Committee are interested in an applicant who has experience in the aging field and knows what a council on aging is, has a background in Gerontology, be a representative for GOEA management, budget and federal hearings, has run Title III programs, has not worked with children, represents GOEA’s best interest, and will take the Aging Network’s input to the Governor. 
Stafford Palmieri, Governor’s Office Policy Director, stated that it is the commitment of the Governor’s Office to further support what is in best interest of the elderly and the Governor’s Office of Elderly Affairs.  No legislation will be filed this year.  The Governor’s Office is seeking the best way to financially support this agency and its programs.  All state agencies are going through the proposed legislation to combine all HR departments under the Division of Administration (DoA). All attendees thanked Ms. Palmieri for representing the Governor’s Office at this meeting. 
An open discussion between members of LEBA, Karen Ryder and Paul Colomb (GOEA), Executive Directors or  representatives from respective Area Agencies on Aging and Councils on Aging, Liz Kearney (OCP Executive Director), and Stafford Palmieri (Governor’s Office Policy) discussing issues regarding the need to hire an Executive Director for the Governor’s Office of Elderly Affairs and the Governor’s support of this individual to represent GOEA & the Aging Network, the removal of the past GOEA Executive Director, the need for the Governor’s public representation at statewide elderly events, LEBA meetings or requested meetings, the proposed 2013 Executive Budget elimination of the ADRC/SenioRx program and Supplemental Senior Center funding, the lack of consultation between the Governor’s Office and GOEA’s proposed HR personnel move to DoA and elimination of those positions, the proposed elimination of tax exemptions for AAAs/COAs, and the efficiency of the move of  the Governor’s Office of Elderly Affairs’ Elderly Protective Services (EPS) program  to the Department of Health & Hospitals.

KAREN RYDER, ASSISTANT EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Karen Ryder reported that GOEA was running smoothly since the last LEBA meeting.  The GOEA budget has been submitted timely.  She informed the Board that within the 2013 Legislative Session there is a proposal in Jindal’s 2013 Executive Budget to trim down some state agencies by combining smaller Human Resources units and back office personnel and placing them under the Division of Administration’s HR department.  This proposal will affect 5 members of the GOEA staff, which includes 3 in the HR unit of GOEA, and the General Counsel (1).   There is also a possibility that GOEA’s SenioRx/ADRC program will not be funded effective July 1, and GOEA will lose the Program Manager (1) of that program.
