NEW BUSINESS

Executive Director Report: Juanita Washington
· Juanita discussed having a discussion for the orientation at the next SICC executive meeting and read a statement the governor gave today in regards to flood assistance. Received new appointees to our council from Boards and Commissions

Lead Agency Report: Brenda Sharp
The Feds told us they wanted an outcome, how a child can help themselves to communicate their needs. Every child is measured when they come into the program. Every month we go over a summary of the activities. This is the first report that SICC would have seen. You are able to see our performance every year. 

At DOE they have had an early childhood improvement process underway called ACT 3. I represent Early Step on the advisory council. The second accomplishment has to do with the requirements for a family to be eligible. One of the changes was to update our system changes to monitor how children progress. 

One is to consolidate the waiver program within the state, because we have a long waiting list, the legislature identified additional funds to help with assessment. We have changed our eligibility requirement to make it more difficult and families now share the cost of the services. Brenda talked about cost containment.

We also have the responsibility to oversee the system throughout the state and we also oversee the complaint process. The highest level of complaint is a due process complaint and it is a very formal procedure. There have been only two process hearings in 30 years. We are required to report these procedures to the state.

4,733 is the current child count.

There was a call for the states in Part B for special education, we have not had our call but we will receive our designation. In the past the feds oversee how we perform as a state instead of looking at compliance indicators, they wanted a way to measure the results, compliance, and pick a special focus area for us to look at such as fiscal monitoring, assessing risk. A score will be assigned based off of this rubric. Based off of that we will receive our designation. Any day now we are expecting to receive our designation.

This part of the update covers the ten indicators reported in February and the eleventh is reported in April. Today we have results on indicators 2, 7, and for the rest we have some data but not a complete analysis. 

What is on the budget may be different due to the complexities of the budget for this year. I think the 16-17 budget is what it is but it may change. $400,000 is the anticipated collection for family participation. We do not collect more than we anticipate in funds. In 15-16 we have collected over $400,000 total. The secretary for the dept. of health determines the budget. 

Every quarter each regional coordinator sends a report of what they were doing since the last quarterly meeting.

1)Lorio Questions for Brenda: Can you tell us if there are parent representation at those panels? 

Brenda: Sandy could possibly better answer that question, but yes there are. 

Sandy: There are a majority of panelist that are panelist

2)Charmaign: Are there any new slots opening up for waivers? 

Brenda: No, I am not aware of any new slots opening up.

3)We need to consider and invite our homeless liaison to our regional meetings. Foster care is going to be treated the same way as homeless students.

Committee Reports:
Resource Availability Committee: Chris Cetodal

This morning we have discussed the No Provider Available Training Module that we have been working on for the past few months. We are ready to proceed with the steps that need to be taken. We have three regional coordinators that are in our Resource Availability Committee, and two of them are the ones who really helped design this module. They will take this training module and train all of the regional coordinators. The regional coordinators will then train intake and family services coordinators. They will be working on this now until the next meeting, and we will report more on this at our next meeting. We have been working on our provider survey results. We agreed this morning on the methodology for analyzing our surveys, and the data will be put on an excel spreadsheet. We will have phone conferences now until the next meeting to finalize the analysis of the data.

Outcomes Committee: Steve Ivey

The Co-chair said they reviewed their plan and submitted the data recording/analysis process to central office. They discussed embedding the DEC Recommended Practices (RPs) in our plan where- ever we have a spot for it. 
The Outcomes committee recommended having the entire workgroups meet prior to their workgroup meeting in October. Toni Ledet has agreed to present on the RPs to the workgroups. 
Professional Development Committee: Wanda Stroud

We received the draft Documentation Training module that we will send out to all of our committee members to review, and we talked about the DEC Recommended Practices. The workgroup presented their draft Professional Development Framework for the SICC for review. After discussion, the recommendation is to accept the document as a draft. A final version will be submitted when it is complete.
