Claiborne Parish Airport District No. 31
Rules and Regulations

Authority
These rules are established by the Claiborne Parish Police Jury, owner and operator of Claiborne Parish Airport District No. 31 (5F4), to promote safe, efficient, and orderly use of airport facilities. All users of the airport are subject to these rules in addition to applicable Federal Aviation Regulations (FARs).

1. Applicability
These rules apply to all pilots, aircraft owners, operators, passengers, visitors, all aircraft operations, and all persons and vehicles on airport property.

2. Compliance with FAA Regulations
All aircraft operations shall comply with Title 14 CFR, including but not limited to Part 91. 
Aircraft must be airworthy, properly registered, and operated by appropriately certificated pilots. 
The airport is non-towered; pilots are responsible for see-and-avoid and self-announced operations.

3. Aircraft Operations
CTAF (122.9 MHz) shall be used for all takeoffs, landings, and traffic pattern communications.
Standard left traffic patterns shall be followed unless otherwise indicated by markings, signage, or NOTAMs.
Pilots shall check NOTAMs prior to operating at the airport.
No aircraft shall be operated in a careless or reckless manner.

4. Ground Operations
Taxi speed shall be no faster than safe and reasonable under existing conditions.
Aircraft shall remain on designated taxiways and aprons when available.
Engine run-ups shall be conducted only in designated areas or in a manner that does not create a hazard or nuisance.

5. Parking and Tie-Downs
Aircraft shall be parked only in designated parking or tie-down areas.
Aircraft must be properly secured when unattended.
Abandoned or derelict aircraft are prohibited and may be removed at the owner’s expense.

6. Vehicles and Pedestrians
Vehicles on the airfield must yield the right-of-way to aircraft at all times.
Vehicles shall remain on designated roads and ramps unless authorized.
Pedestrians shall not enter movement areas without permission and escort if required.

7. Fueling and Maintenance
Fueling shall be conducted in a safe manner, following applicable fire safety standards.
No smoking is permitted within 50 feet of fueling operations.
Major aircraft maintenance or repairs are prohibited unless specifically authorized by the airport owner.

8. Safety and Security
Unsafe, disorderly, or disruptive conduct is prohibited.
Open flames, fireworks, or hazardous materials are not permitted without authorization.
Wildlife harassment or destruction is prohibited except as permitted by law.

9. Environmental and Noise Considerations
Pilots are encouraged to use noise-abatement procedures when practicable.
Aircraft shall not be operated in a manner that creates unnecessary noise or disturbance to nearby communities.

10. Commercial Activities
No commercial aviation activities may be conducted without written approval from the Claiborne Parish Police Jury.
All approved commercial operators must comply with applicable FAA and city requirements.

11. Enforcement
Violations of these rules may result in removal from airport property, suspension of airport use privileges, or referral to law enforcement or the FAA.
The Claiborne Parish Police Jury reserves the right to enforce these rules as necessary for safety and compliance.

12. Amendments
These rules may be amended at any time by the Claiborne Parish Police Jury. Current rules shall be made available upon request.
