CONTINUANCE – COMPLIANCE HEARING(S): 

COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC ( RL# 88253)
Continuance – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2158 (A,5) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC, Houma, Louisiana, in that you have/or are permitting the contractor’s license to be used by another when the other contractor does not hold a license for the classification of work for which the contract is entered, at but not limited to, 222 Riverwood Drive, Houma, Louisiana.
Ms. Hughes read the allegations against COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC, then asked if a representative for COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC was present.  Attorney Chase Tettleton was present.  Attorney Tettleton, as legal representation for COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC came to the stand, submitted an affidavit and proposed a Settlement Offer of a No Contest plea and a $500.00 court cost associated with these proceedings.  
Upon Committee request, Ms. Hughes gave a brief synopsis of the allegations against COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC and a summary of the previous hearing held on August 4, 2010.  Attorney Tettleton was afforded the opportunity to ask questions of Matthew Pregeant regarding the jobsite, including the percent of work performed. 

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Mr. Ward to accept the No Contest plea of COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC to the allegations.  The Motion passed.

Ms. Laborde stated that a hearing for COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC was not required because the previous hearing held on August 4, 2010 was already incorporated into the record of this proceeding. 

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Wendell to reject the Settlement Offer by COASTAL HOMEBUILDERS, LLC, assess a fine in the amount of $500.00 plus $500.00 Court Cost associated with these proceedings.  The Motion passed. 

MATTHEW PREGEANT (UNLICENSED)

A SUBSTITUTE MOTION was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Wendel to grant MATTHEW PREGEANT the reconsideration on the previous penalty action and assess a fine in amount the $4,000.00 plus $500.00 Court Cost associated with theses proceedings and issued a cease and desist order.  The Motion passed.
