RENEWAL OF INSURANCE:


The Port received two quotes for the annual insurance renewals. Dupre, Carriere, Godchaux submitted a bid of $14,341.00 and Reeves, Coon, & Funderburg submitted a bid of $13,513.00. RCF’s bid was $828.00 less than DCG and also $1289.00 less than there quote last year.

MID RIVER TERMINALS:


Port Attorney James Lopez reported that there are about five remaining title issues to be worked out. All of the other twenty two issues have been resolved. MRT has proposed that the Port extend the time to cure these remaining issues into the second year from January 15, 2016 with the final date to cure being February 29, 2016. MRT is going to pay the Port for that second year. Mr. Lopez said it is his recommendation that the Port approve that extension on the title dates and get the final five title issues resolved.
