The regular meeting of the Port of Iberia District Board of Commissioners was called to order by Commissioner Larry G. Rader, Board President, at the Port of Iberia Administrative Office, on Tuesday, March 22, 2016, at 5:31 P.M.  


In attendance were Commissioners Larry G. Rader, Board President, Gene L. Jefferies, Vice-President, Roy A. Pontiff, Secretary-Treasurer, and Danny J. David.

Commissioners absent were Elbridge “Smitty” Smith III, Simieon d. Theodile, and Mark Dore’. 


Also present were Craig F. Romero, Executive Director, Tracy Domingue, Secretary-Bookkeeper, and Ray Allain, Port Attorney.

Thus, with a quorum being acknowledged, Commissioner Danny J David recited the opening prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

LIEUTENANT COLONEL GREG ELLISON, RETIRED, TO ADDRESS THE BOARD REGARDING THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF HIS CANDIDACY FOR U.S. CONGRESSMAN FOR THE 3RD CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT.
Lieutenant Colonel Greg Ellison addressed the Board regarding the upcoming election for U.S. Congressman for the 3rd Congressional District.  The election is going to be held on Saturday, November 8, 2016.  Lieutenant Colonel Ellison is running for Congressman because he feels it is time for a change and we need strong leadership to make a change. He said he truly believes that it is our generation to stand up, get off the side lines, get engaged and restore our country to greatness.  He also addressed the Board with a brief background history of himself and his credentials. He indicated to the Board that he would appreciate their consideration and support.

MR. ALEX A LOPRESTO, III, JEANSONNE & REMONDET, ATTORNEYS AT LAW, TO ADDRESS THE BOARD REGARDING A REQUEST FROM TONY ALLEMAN CAMPGROUND’S AS IT RELATES TO THE POI’S SEWERAGE COLLECTION SYSTEM.
Mr. Alex Lopresto addressed the Board by giving a background regarding how the Iberia Parish Sewerage District #1 and the Port of Iberia are connected. He stated the Iberia Parish Sewerage District #1 became aware a few months ago that there is a campground located on the other side of the Weeks Island Rd. owned by Mr. Tony Alleman. Mr. Alleman wanted to tie-in to the Ports sewerage system. Mr. Lopresto stated that Mr. Alleman spoke to Mr. Joe Gonzalez, now deceased, about the situation several years ago and Mr. Gonzalez collected a fee from Mr. Alleman. The Iberia Parish Sewerage District #1 was unaware what the fee was allocated for; however, they do still have the payment on their books. The problem Mr. Lopresto would like to address now is Mr. Alleman already had unbeknown to the Iberia Parish Sewerage District #1 and/or unbeknown to any official at the Port Administrative Office, bored under the Weeks Island Rd. and tied into the Port’s sewerage system and the sewerage from his campground is now being put into the Port’s system for treatment. 
The Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 has a big concern with this because they want to regulate and assess the necessary fees. In Mr. Lopresto’s discussion with Mr.  Craig F. Romero, Executive Director of the Port of Iberia District, Mr. Romero suggested to bring the matter to the Port of Iberia District Board of Commissioners. Mr. Lopresto stated that the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 spoke with LA DOTD officials and anytime a utility is bored under a State highway, it is required to have it permitted by the LA DOTD and Mr. Alleman did not have any permits regarding same. 
The Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1, as operators of the Port’s Sewerage System, has a lot of concerns and issues with what Mr. Alleman has done. Mr. Lopresto stated that the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 needed to know as soon as possible so that they can take the necessary action on the Port’s behalf to determine if the Port wants to allow Mr. Alleman to tie into the Port’s system, or not allow that Mr. Alleman  be included in their system. If the Port wants to allow Mr. Alleman into their sewerage  system there are some documents in which Mr. Lopresto needs to get with the Port Attorney Ray Allain to get agreements to make sure the Port’s system is protected and what’s going into the system complies with the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 Regulatory Ordinance. If the Board chooses to not allow Mr. Alleman into the sewerage system then Mr. Lopresto needs to take the necessary action to disconnect Tony Alleman Campground. Mr. Lopresto also stated that some of the issues that the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 is having with this problem is that the Sewerage District No. 1 invoices all of the Port’s customers based on water usage. They intend on billing Mr. Alleman like they do all the Port’s other constituents, based on water usage. 
Mr. Alleman connected as of late January 2016. Mr. Lopresto is concerned about a dump station, since anyone can dump what they want in the dump station. If the Port decided to take Mr. Alleman on its sewerage system, a written agreement would be necessary between the Port of Iberia District, the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1, and Mr. Tony Alleman outlining the rules and regulations that he has to comply with, the regulatory ordinance, fees he will be assessed to pay, and the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 will do regular inspections. The Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 will provide the maintenance and operations of customers of the Port. Everything will have to be permitted and rebored. 
Commissioner Roy Pontiff suggested that in the agreement to allow Mr. Alleman to tie in we limit him to what kind of facilities he can use. The Port Attorney, Ray Allain, agreed that we can limit Mr. Alleman to certain facilities. If the Board does not want to allow Mr. Alleman in, the Iberia Parish Sewerage District No. 1 will take action to make him disconnect. They will get a court order and make sure it is enforced properly on behalf of the Port. Once Mr. Lopresto receives a copy of the motion made tonight, they will send out an Engineer and some of their personnel to do a field inspection and then they will set up a meeting with Mr. Alleman after they know what is out there.

REGARDING THE PORT OF IBERIA DISTRICT’S ANNUAL INSURANCE RENEWALS EFFECTIVE APRIL 1, 2016 AS IT RELATES TO GENERAL LIABILITY, AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY AND PHYSICAL DAMAGE, WORKERS COMPENSATION, UMBRELLA LIABILITY, PUBLIC OFFICAL ERRORS & OMISSIONS LIABILITY, CRIME, BOILER & MACHINERY, INLAND MARINE, EQUIPMENT FLOATER AND BUILDING & CONTENTS AND FLOOD.
Presented in the Board’s books was a spreadsheet for all of the policies that are coming up for renewal on April 1st. Mrs. Carmel Breaux, Norris Insurance, went through the spreadsheet that was presented focusing on column 3 with the Board. She stated that the 2016 premium was $14,808.00 less that the expiring premium which is about an 8% decrease in premium. The Port of Iberia keeps 21 flood policies on 21 different buildings; in 2016 the total premium for the 21 policies will be $67,834.00 which is a $5,000.00 increase from last year. This is due to the new FEMA rates that went in to place October of 2015.
