The Project is meant to enhance  
Crosby’s manufacturing capabilities by increasing usable yard space and parking, as well  
as increasing the number of fitters and welders that can operate in the fab shop.  The  
schedule is expected to commence in June 2020, and the expected completion is July  
2020.  Mr. Malbrough  reported to the Board details of the Project.  Discussion  
ensued.
