Commissioner/Treasurer Brumfield reported  that the Income Statement, for nine months ending  September 30, 2018, year-to-date  showed total revenues were $370,044.06 and total expenses were
 $ 458,838.12 leaving a net loss of $88,794.06. The Balance Sheet report showed Total Assets of

$7,812,116.17 and Primarily the Property and Equipment total was $6,819,903 Total Liabilities $545,232 and  Net Income was $7,266,883  for period, ending September 30, 2018.

                    Bulkhead, Yard Hard Surfacing and Rail improvements, Phase III
Port Director/CEO Patrick Dufresne, reported that notification was received from  the current project contractor stating that the security work permit documentation regarding the CN Flagman requires authorization from CN before the contractor could move forward with the completion of the port site improvement’s project relative to the Floodwall. The projected completion date is now tentatively scheduled for next week. A follow-up report will be given at the next Commission meeting in November.  
He also reported that he spoke with an industrial materials and engineering design trade publication editor for an interview featuring an article on a commendation that the Port has received  relative to construction materials used including the limestone layering/tiers installation methods and  interlocking concrete pavers for the Port’s recent Laydown storage area project. AECOM and the Pavestone Company will also be featured in the article making reference to its innovative  type of materials/pavers design used when constructing the 25,000 s. f. lay-down container storage pad at the Port Manchac inter-modal terminal facility. Commissioner Joubert stated a Magazine/Journal news article with this type of recognition could bring National distribution exposure to the Port Manchac intermodal terminal.
2. Prospective Tenant and Marketing Consultant Update 

Gary LaGrange, Marketing Consultant, was not present at this meeting due to a schedule conflict. 

A copy of the consultant’s marketing report for September 11– October 9, 2018 was made available in the Commissioner’s meeting packet/folder.  The port director gave a brief update reporting on an additional update received from a CN representative who continues to receive inquiries regarding polymer pellets, frack-sand, and crane-mat, transloading opportunities, in addition potential railcar storage projects. The CN representative is also in the process of planning a meeting with the Gulf Region Inter-Modal representative with CN sometime next month to discuss future potential projects for transloading/transshipping in regards to containerized inter-modal opportunities.

1, Amend Proposed Budget for 2018
Discussed was the proposed amendments to the 2018 Budget, Beginning January 1, - August 31, 2018.A copy was submitted/presented for the Commissioner’s review and comments prior to its approval/adoption at the November meeting of the Commission. The proposed amendments are based on anticipated revenues and expenditures for the General Fund and Capital Project Funds in accordance with the Port’s current plans and goals.  In concluding, the port director reported that there were several cost variables relative to the following: economy, fewer railcar storage projects,, high maintenance cost, mechanical door issues, electrical/lighting maintenance, and vegetation maintenance. The Port is currently rebuilding a bathroom/office facility in warehouse Bldg. # 3 at the terminal. 
Remarks:

Patrick Dufresne, port director thanked everyone for their support and attendance at the meeting. He announced that Congressman Steve Scalise has been named- 2018 Maritime Person of the Year by the New Orleans World Trade Center organization. A reception will be hosted by the Propeller Club of the Port of New Orleans in his honor and any Commissioner wishing to attend the event may contact the office for more information. In addition, he announced that he will be attending an upcoming meeting of Foreign Trade Zone 124 as a member of the organization. An update will be given at the next Commission meeting.
Ms. Kim Coates, President, Save Manchac Coalition comments were relative to a follow-up letter, she presented for the Commission’s review, from Thomas M. Clark, Commissioner, Office of Multimodal Commerce with LA DOTD  addressing her concerns regarding the proposed development at Port Manchac. The date on letter should read September 17, 2018 instead of
August 17, 2018, as presented.

Commissioner Daniels II apologized for his tardiness on his late arrival to the meeting.
