       Terminals at Globalplex, LLC dated December 7, 2017)
Patrick Dufresne, Port Director, extended thanks and appreciation to the various members, representatives from various state, local and parish entities for their input relative to a previously approved lease agreement.  He announced that after further review by the Commission, and based on the public comments/input, he would recommend that the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission terminate the lease agreement with Associated Terminals for the proposed Syrah Resources graphite manufacturing/storage/trans-loading project at the Port Manchac inter-modal terminal.  
 After hearing the announcement from the port director based upon the Commission’s decision the attendee’s gave a hugh round of applause. 
In the absence of Secretary Ernie Drake III, Commissioner Joubert was asked to introduce the resolution relative to the lease termination/cancellation.

Lease agreement with Associated Terminals is terminated due to the potential adverse impact to the environment, diminishing the usefulness of the Leased Premises and the public and private nuisance created by the anticipated operation of the project.
