REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING — May 14, 2019

The Board of Commissioners of the St. Bernard Port, Harbor and Terminal
District met in regular session on Tuesday, May 14, 2019, at 12:00 p.m. in the boardroom
of its office located at 100 Port Boulevard, Chalmette, Louisiana.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll was called.

behalf of the taxing authority, according to law, and that the taxes herein levied shall
become a permanent lien and privilege on all property subject to taxation as herein set
forth, all collection thereof shall be enforceable in the manner provided by law.
