Finance Meeting
April 11, 2018
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by President Michael McKinney, Sr. at 6:00 pm.

There were no comments from the audience on the agenda 
items.

The cash status report for ending March 31, 2018 was presented. There were no questions. All bills submitted for the month were approved. Mr. Wayne Theall informed the Board of Commissioners that an account was opened with LAMP and that a better investment return in week, then in three months earned using other investment ways.

A draft copy of the minutes of the April 4, 2018 Regular Meeting were presented to Commissioners. 


Mr. Wayne Theall, External Accountant discussed the subject on rolling forward with the millage for 2018. The Board would have to advertise 30 days in advance to roll forward the millage at the June 6, 2018 regular meeting. By rolling forward with the millage rate of3.74 to 3.81 mills would bring in $133,076.59 more revenue. Commissioner Stanley Folse and Commissioner Eric Matherne voiced their opinion in favor to roll forward to 3.81 mills.

Commissioner Eric Matherne mentioned that they discuss with North Lafourche Levee District in reference to becoming involved in funding the Upper Barataria Reduction Risk Project tasks involved in parts of Northern Lafourche Parish.

Since there were no additional committee matters to discuss, Commissioner Russell Loupe moved to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner Jeffery Henry.
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
