1) Louisiana Medicaid

Dr. Rebekah Gee and Rebecca Gurvich attended.  Dr. Gee requested the following from the Commission:
· Increased and engaged membership in order to provide effective feedback on multiple Medicaid OB policies (non-invasive fetal testing, statewide progesterone policy, increased birthing centers and midwives, centering pregnancy, NICU levels).  
· Representation from the Commission on the Medicaid Quality Committee.
· Formal, structured relationships between Medicaid and the Commission.

Amy Zapata requested that Dr. Gee keep the Commission informed of upcoming issues/policies on a regular basis while the Commission bolsters membership, attendance, and engagement.
