10. Drawdown Plans for 2016:

Jason Brancamp with the Wildlife and Fisheries stated the drawdown for 2016 would begin during the first


week of June and the gates would be closed the week of October 1st.  J. Brancamp also stated the WLF


was looking at the feasibility of using pumps to drawdown the lake.  
11. Salvinia Spraying Plans for 2016-Contract and WLF boats:

Jason Brancamp with the Wildlife and Fisheries stated when the lake leveled off spraying would continue


with both contract and WLF boats.  During the drawdown spraying will be performed.  The Rachel Slough and 
Sand Point areas have been sprayed as requested by individuals from the last meeting.  J. Atherton requested


250 spray days.
12. Tree Removal Written Plan Status by Mark McElroy:

Mark McElroy with the WLF has met with both the Corp of Engineers and Lousisana State Land Office and is 
currently working on a plan for submittal.  J. Atherton requested that all steps be layed out that are required for the 
tree cutting process.
