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The commission is delegated the responsibility to establish and publish standards of out of hospital practice; to 
regulate the scope of practice of Emergency Medical Services professionals, and to discipline and regulate the 
practice of Emergency Medical Services professionals and to establish standards for educational programs 
preparing individuals for out of hospital practice.
