3. Old Business

A. Reading of November 15, 2011 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update – Mary Melerine on behalf of Elizabeth Von Buettner complaint against Clayton Homes.  At the November Commission meeting, the Commission asked to have the SAA finding on the case prior to the issuance of the licenses for Clayton Homes #171.
C. Update – Paul Breaux who addressed the Commission at the September Commission meeting about his daughter’s problems getting electricity for her modular home requested to be placed on the December agenda.
4. New Business
A. Appeal
1. John Raymond d/b/a Big John’s Mobile Home Transport ($4800.00) on May 24, 2011 investigator Danny Dunn inspected three homes and found they were not set to code, had no permit sticker and the installer was not licensed. A fine letter in the amount of $1600.00 for each home was mailed out certified and 1st class. They were accepted on June 9, 2011. On June 30, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On July 31, 2011 a third and final demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On August 18, 2011 a letter requesting an appeal was faxed to LMHC office. On September 23, 2011 a confirmation letter was mailed to Mr. Raymond indicating he was to appear on October 18, 2011 to appeal his fine.  On August 18, 2011 Mr. Raymond received his Louisiana Installer’s License. On September 28, 2011 investigator Danny Dunn re-inspected the homes and found they were all corrected. Due to business delays Mr. Raymond was unable to attend his two other hearing dates. 

2. Sherman Ashworth d/b/a C&S Mobile Home Movers ($750.00) on September 21, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code. On September 22, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed out by certified mail. It was accepted on September 26, 2011. On October 18, 2011 the set-up inspection report was faxed to LMHC office indicating the home was corrected. On October 24, 2011 investigator Conner re-inspected the home and found it was still not set to code. On October 25, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out certified and accepted on October 28, 2011. On November 8, 2011 the set-up inspection report came back to LMHC office indicating the home was corrected. An appeal was sent as well. On December 12, 2011 investigator Conner inspected the home and found it was corrected. 
B. Hearing
1. Julius Willis ($8000.00)-Mr. Willis was fined $1600.00 for unlawfully installing Catherine Pitre’s home in August of 2009. A Cease & Desist was issued and he appealed this fine on October 20, 2009. The fine was imposed. On November 18, 2009 a letter from Carlton Hicks an attorney representing Mr. Willis was received requesting a formal hearing. Mr. Willis and his attorney were put on the January 19, 2010 agenda. Due Catherine Pitre and James Fusilier not being present the formal hearing was postponed until March 16, 2010. Due to Mr. Hick’s health the hearing was postponed several times. However, Mr. Quidd requested to schedule it for this month due to evidence that Mr. Willis is operating without an installer’s license. Ms. Catherine Pitre and Mr. James Fusilier were subpoenaed regarding this case.

b. Melissa Richard hired Mr. Willis to transport, block, and anchor her home in June of this year. ($1600.00)
c. Mr. Robert Smith and his daughter Harriet Crumpe hired Mr. Willis to transport and block her home this year. ($1600.00)
d.  Ms. Mary Oneil hired Mr. Willis to transport, block, and anchor her home this year. ($1600.00)
